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The Colorado Springs Young Marines is a non-profit youth organization consisting of boys and 

girls ages 8 through high school who’s main focus is to promote drug awareness lifestyle in their 

community.  Our unit actively participates in community service projects to include parades, 

park clean ups, clearing trails, nursing homes, churches, working with disabled citizens, Toys for 

Tots, collecting items for troops overseas, and participating in veteran appreciation ceremonies. 

Our dedicated adult staff of volunteers provide guidance and training in the areas of teamwork, 

discipline, and leadership, which these youth are able to apply at home, school, and on into their 

adult lives.
